| would particularly like to devote the majority of this
newsletter to the issue of uniforms. | know, some of you
will be thinking — not again — but it's a sad state of affairs
when a Principal does have to do more than one re-
minder isn't it?

At the last P & C meeting, those present asked that | put
in some information about uniforms and remind parents
that we are a uniform school and the wearing of uni-
forms is endorsed and fully supported by the P & C.

Every student who is enrolled at Clifton High has re-
ceived the orange form which outlines our uniform stan-
dards. Every student who is enrolled here has signed
an enrolment agreement to say that they will wear the
uniform, so — why then is it an issue?

With the support of the P & C, | expect every student to
attend school in full uniform, including the appropriate
hat. Notes to say that the student is allowed to wear a
cap do not change the fact that to meet Education
Queensland’s Sun Safe policy, sun safe hats must be
worn. As of Monday, any student without a sun safe hat
will not be allowed to participate in classes which are
outdoors. Please be aware that this may impact on your
student’s result in subjects such as Ag. Science and
HPE (for Sport & Rec in the senior school this may have
a big repercussion!)

For activities outside of school, students must wear the
uniform most suitable for the activity eg Inner Downs —
sports uniform. Career trips — the most formal uniform




that the student possesses (preferably the Formal
Uniform). For every other day, clean, neat winter
or summer uniform is an expectation. Denim is not
acceptable and jumpers etc. which are not school
colours are also not acceptable. Also, short skirts
and pants are not acceptable attire for our young
ladies.

As from Monday, any student not dressed appro-
priately will be refused permission to leave the
school grounds — whether it is to go to the shops or
to participate in an excursion.

It should not be necessary for me to speak to any
student in our school in regard to this issue any
longer, as | believe the school’s position is very
clear. Should you be unable to comply with this
very reasonable request, | am more than happy to
discuss it with you. From Monday onwards, there
should be no more need for arguments, or stu-
dents saying that there is inconsistency in enforc-
ing the policy.

On a more positive note:

In order to acknowledge students who do comply
with our Good Standing Policy especially in dem-
onstrating respect and representing the school in a
positive manner, the P & C has kindly offered to
subsidise a trip to Dreamworld at the end of this
term for those students who meet this criteria. The
school will also subsidise this, so for those stu-
dents invited to attend, the only cost will be a sub-
sidised entry into Dreamworld — more on this in the
coming weeks - Mr Dyson is managing this for us.
