Clifton State High School, together with the Beacon Foundation and
SKM (Sinclair Knight Merz), recently offered a unique opportunity to 4
students, particularly interested in Engineering as a future pathway, to
attend an Engineering Field Day at the Boggo Road Busway.

Students - Jarrod Coley, Grant Canning, Billy Frizzell and Darryll Dator
- were invited into the Operations Centre located at SKM in Brisbane
where they spent the morning meeting and talking with Managers, En-
gineers and Planners working in the Ops Centre which is split into dif-
ferent disciplines: Civil Enginering, Traffic and Transport Planning,
Building Services, Project Management & Architectural and Structural
Engineering.

Some of the stories were simply

awe inspiring — especially one

told by Ben Knust, Structural En-

gineer, who together with 2 other engineers built the Pat Rafter
Arena.

Ben spoke of his life having been raised by hearing impaired
parents. He spoke of courage and conviction - “for there are no
boundaries in life” - and encouraged students to not be afraid to
seek and conquer.

After lunch the students were taken by Maxi Taxi to the Boggo
Road Busway, linking the Eastern Busway and the Eleanor
Schonell Bridge (Green Bridge), which incorporates 740 metres
of driven and cut cover tunnelling to minimise the impact of
Busway construction and operation.

Students met with labour-

ers who have climbed up

the ranks and now manag-

ing up to 15 people. It was

guite overwhelming to hear

these men speak with great

pride about their accomplishments. Students also spoke with
Environmental and Occupational Health & Safety Engineers on
site to get a better understanding of what their responsibilities
are in relation to environmental sustainability and safety.

SKM, working as part of an Alliance with Thiess and QId Trans-
port, has been responsible for the planning and design of this project. The construction commenced in
June 2006 and employs over 300 people on the project. It has taken four years for this massive pro-
ject to come to fruition.
