Year 8 girls will receive their 2nd of 3 doses of 
the Human Papillamavirus (HPV) vaccination to 
protect against cervical cancer.  
 
Eligible Year 8 students will receive the chicken-
pox vaccine if they have not previously had 
chickenpox or been vaccinated against it. 
 
Any Year 10 students who missed the Diptheria 
Tenanus Pertussis (whooping cough) injection 
can be vaccinated on this day.

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Rats of Tobruk 
 
On 3-5 January 
1941, Australians 
fought their first 
major land battle in 
World War II when 
men of the 6th Divi-
sion AIF, with other 
Allied troops, en-

gaged Italian forces at 
Bardia which was captured.. 

 

Air War Europe 
 
When war broke out 
in Europe in 1939, 
Royal Australian Air 
Force (RAAF) air-
crews were among the 
first Australians to 
head overseas to 

Britain's aid serving in both 
Australian and British 
squadrons with the Royal Air 
Force (RAF).  

 

 Indigenous Service 
 
What role did Indige-
nous Australians play 
in World War II? 
Although they were 
not classed or treated 
as Australian citizens, 
many Aboriginal and 

Torres Strait Islander ser-
vicemen and women fought 
and died for Australia dur-
ing World War II.  

Kokoda Track 
 
In repelling a Japa-
nese invasion force, 
which landed on the 
north coast of Papua 
in July 1942, more 
than 600 Australians 
were killed and some 
1680 wounded. It was 

perhaps the most significant 
battle fought by Australians 
in World War II. 

Nurses Recovered 
 
After the sinking of 
the Vyner Brooke  
on 14 February 1942, 
12 of the 65 Austra-
lian Army nurses on 
board drowned or 
were killed in the 

water. The rest struggled 
ashore, but some were 
captured and machine-
gunned by the Japanese.   

For the men of the Anzac Corps, the ‘Anzacs’ – Australians and New Zealanders as-
sisted by Indian Army troops and the British Royal Naval Division – the Battle of the 
Landing at Gallipoli lasted from 25 April to 3 May. During that period, they drove back a 
number of strong Turkish counter-attacks aimed at driving them into the sea, as well as 
launching attacks to secure their own positions. By 3 May, a defensible line had been 
established inland from the landing beaches along what was known as ‘Second Ridge’, 
and this small area of Gallipoli was soon known as Anzac. According to the official his-
torian, Charles Bean, the Battle of the Landing cost Australia and New Zealand 8000 
casualties, of whom 2300 were killed. Bean summed up this loss in these words: 
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
